Reasons to be happy 

Under current conditions, it is unlikely that more than halfthe MDG targets can be reached, except for the reduction of hunger, and access to primary education, and to drinking water. A proportion of the population still suffers from malnutrition, but it is down from 58 per cent in 1990 to 32 per cent in 2000 (very near the objective of 29 per cent for 2015). The net primary school enrolment ratio was 84 per cent in 2005. The percentage of the population with access to drinking water has improved from 17 per cent in 2000 to 34 per cent in 2006.

Reason to be happy:

The Russian Federation is close to achieving many of the MDG targets set globally, but the country continues to experience problems: the extreme poverty of up to 5 per cent of the population, especially among children; large numbers of ‘working poor’; and inequality of access to education, particularly for disadvantaged groups and in rural areas. The demographic situation remains the most difficult issue, with life expectancy at birth among males falling to a record 60.4 years in 2006. Finally, differentiation in the level of development between over 80 Russian regions remains very high. Some compare with European Union countries, and some are as poor as the least developed countries.

In 2005, UNDP supported the first ever National Human Development Report on the MDGs. The Report analysed the MDG agenda customized for the Russian Federation and prepared for a participatory process involving major national stakeholders. The 2006/2007 Report looks at the MDGs in the context of the Russian regions.
