Infant mortality

The number of children who die before they are five out of every 100 born.
Life expectancy

The average age people live to.

Gross Development Product per Capita (US$ GDP per Capita)

The value of everything made and sold within a country, divided by the number of people.  It is one way of measuring the average level of income in the country.

Gross Development Product per Capita (Purchasing Power Parity) (US$ GDP per Capita PPP)

The value of everything made and sold within a country, divided by the number of people.  The purchasing power parity adjusts the figure to take into the relative cost of living and inflation rates in different places.  It is one way of measuring the average level of income in the country.

KOF Index of Globalisation

This takes the three main dimensions of globalisation – economic, social and political – and includes measures such as actual economic flows, economic restrictions, data on information flows, data on personal contact and data on cultural proximity.  The index runs from 0 – 100. (http://globalization.kof.ethz.ch)

World Freedom Statistics

This is an index which takes into account a range of measures to determine how free people are in a particular country.  The index is complex but takes into levels of political and civil liberties, levels of corruption, and levels of political and religious conflict.  It generates an index score from 1 (free) through to 7 (not free).

% GDP from Agriculture

The % of total GDP (the value of everything sold and made in a country) that comes from farming.
% GDP from Secondary Sector

The % of total GDP (the value of everything sold and made in a country) that comes from manufacturing and secondary industry.
Human Development Index

An index (score from 0.0-1.0) which is based on life expectancy, educational attainment, and GDP per capita).
Population

The total number of people living in a country.

% Population growth

The % change (up or down) in a country’s population – measured annually (every year).

% of population living on less than $1 a day
