	Some countries have very high levels of literacy between 98 and 100% among 15 year olds.
	Some countries have low levels of income.  GDP per capita (PPP) is low in these countries eg Burkina Faso US$ 1 124, Gambia US$1 225, Bangladesh US$1 241, and Zambia US$1 358.

	Some countries have a very high level of life expectancy over 80 years old.
	Some countries have low-medium levels of literacy between 50 and 70% among 15 year olds.

	Some places have a very high level of employment in the tertiary sector (services and retail) – over 80%.
	Some countries have low-medium level of life expectancy under 50-60 years old.

	Some countries have a low level of connection to a clean water supply ranging from a low of 20% through to 75%.
	Some places have seen a significant growth in the level of secondary employment (manufacturing industries) – such as China, Malaysia, India and Brazil. 

	Some countries have a very high level of income.  GDP per capita (PPP) is high in these countries eg Norway US$53 433, USA US$ 45 592 United Kingdom US$35 130 and Australia US$34 923.
	Some countries have extremely low levels of income.  GDP per capita (PPP) is low in these countries eg Congo US$ 298, Burundi US$ 341, Liberia US$362 and Eritrea US$626.

	Some places have a very high level of employment in agriculture and primary industries – over 90%.
	Some countries have a very low level of life expectancy under 50 years old.

	Some countries have an improving level of income.  GDP per capita annual growth has been rapid in these countries, eg  China 8.9% Vietnam 6.0% India 4.5% and Poland 4.4%.
	Some countries have very low levels of literacy between 25 and 30% among 15 year olds.
