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Kashmir region is located 6,000 feet above sea level in the heart of Central South Asia. It borders with India, Pakistan, China and Afghanistan and comprises of an area over 84,400 Sq miles. It includes sections of the Himalayan and Karakorum Ranges. In the 19th century ‘Kashmir’ was referred only to the valley lying between the Great Himalayas and the Pir Panjal range. The Pakistan Administered Kashmir lies in the area of the collision of the Eurasian and Indian tectonic plates, the collision of these two plates is responsible for the birth of the Himalayan mountain range and the unstable seismicity in the region.

	Effects on landscape and relief of land:


	Kashmir is covered with lofty, rugged mountains, which makes it prone to landslides. It also includes sections of the Himalayan Ranges. Rivers including the Indus run through relatively narrow but heavily populated valleys. The valley of the Jhelum river is the most populous area and the economic heart of the region.

Pakistan Administered Kashmir lies in the area of the collision of the Eurasian and Indian tectonic plates. The geological activity born out of this collision, also responsible for the birth o the Himalayan mountain range, is the cause of unstable seismicity in the region. 
The 8th of October 2005 Kashmir earthquake triggered several thousand landslides. These were mainly rock falls and debris falls. In addition, a debris avalanche comprising 80million m3 buried four villages and blocked streams to create two lakes. Landslide debris constitutes a potential hazard in the coming snowmelt and monsoon seasons.

Kashmir has rich natural recourses and a talented and entrepreneurial people, but its economic development has been hobbled by misguided economic policies, corruption, a lack of cooperation between India and Pakistan, and political turmoil. 

The economy was badly damaged by the 2005 Kashmir earthquake which as of October 8, 2005, resulted in over 70,000 deaths in the Pakistan- controlled part of Kashmir and around 1,500 deaths in Indian controlled Kashmir.
