Reasons for challenges or achievements to MDG?

The structural and long-term development challenges facing Yemen have undermined the efforts of the State, as well as other stakeholders, in improving peoples’ livelihoods. Population growth remains very high. Sharp imbalances between the available water resources and consumption lead to increasing depletion of groundwater reserves. Enrolment in basic education is improving, and government efforts in this area are showing promise. Rates of child malnutrition (50.6 per cent) and maternal mortality (365 for 100,000 live births) remain unacceptably high. Unemployment is on the rise, due to insufficient job creation. Infrastructure is weak, with improving electricity coverage (59 per cent), access to safe water (36 per cent), and telecommunications (4.4 landlines per 100 inhabitants and 11.2 cellular per 100 inhabitants). The country has an overstaffed, under-trained and under-paid civil service, so that promotion of democratic governance is a premise for effective and transparent use of national and foreign resources and investment.

The main achievements of the past five to seven years include a significant reduction of poverty levels, from 25 per cent to 15 per cent of population living below the national poverty line. This is due in large part to economic growth based on favourable world oil and gasoline prices. There has also been a reduction of child and maternal mortality levels, driven by increased income and some improvement in primary care. In addition, high-level government attention to the problem of HIV/AIDS is promising a reverse of the epidemic trends in the near future.

The Russian Federation is close to achieving many of the MDG targets set globally, but the country continues to experience problems: the extreme poverty of up to 5 per cent of the population, especially among children; large numbers of ‘working poor’; and inequality of access to education, particularly for disadvantaged groups and in rural areas. The demographic situation remains the most difficult issue, with life expectancy at birth among males falling to a record 60.4 years in 2006. Finally, differentiation in the level of development between over 80 Russian regions remains very high. Some compare with European Union countries, and some are as poor as the least developed countries.
